The
parties agree that they shall use reasonable efforts to find adequate financial resources for
the activities and exchanges/ programs undertaken pursuant to this MOC.

Term This MOC shall become effective upon execution by both parties and shall
continue for a period of five (5) years unless terminated by either party by giving
written notice at least 90 days in advance of the stated termination date, provided.
however, that termination of this MOC shall not affect activities already in progress
pursuant to Program Specific Agreements, which shall continue until concluded by the
parties in accordance with the terms of such Program Specific Agreements or as
otherwise agreed to by the parties in writing. Both institutions agree to review this MOC
periodically to evaluate the progress made in achieving mutual cooperation.
