(3) COURSE CONTENT/SYLLABUS

The course serves as an introduction to the stages of the research process and the writing of a
scientific paper. It covers methodological characteristics, purposes, types, and the uses of
academic research. Specifically, the course provides students with fundamental knowledge of
guantitative and qualitative methods used in scientific research, especially in the academic
fields of the postgraduate program. Students become familiar with research methodology
using computer applications (R, Eviews) with practical applications in statistical analysis,
descriptive and inductive statistics, and regression. Additionally, based on the theory and
practical application of research methodology principles, students draft papers and examine
case studies in areas related to the broader themes of European policies for youth, education,
and culture.

(3) SYLLABUS

The course approaches the European policy in two particularly important and strongly
interacting subject areas, education and culture. These two policy fields are considered the
foundations for formation of the common European edifice, for the consolidation of mutual
understanding between European peoples, the reduction of differences and strengthening of
cooperation at all levels. During the course of European integration, the interest in the
specific policy areas increased due to their multi-level organic connection with the broader
framework of European strategies, policies and actions with both economic and social
dimensions.

The first part of the course focuses on European education, training and lifelong learning
policy, critically highlighting contemporary challenges in the light of international
developments. The historical evolution of the institutional framework and the mechanisms
through which the relevant initiatives and actions are promoted and the policies related to
certification, financing, quality assurance and reorganization of educational systems are
analyzed. Particular emphasis is placed on policies linking education with the labor market
and social development.

The second part of the course focuses on European policy in the field of culture. The basic
institutional framework is analyzed and the policies and mechanisms formed to support and
promote the relevant initiatives are examined. At the same time, an attempt is made to
connect the European education and culture policies with the corresponding framework of
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other collective entities of the international society. Focusing on the critical study of
European policy in education and culture, the course aims to broaden students' perspectives
and strengthen their ability to delve deeper into the issues under consideration, so that they
are able to become agents of planning, promoting and implementing relevant political

initiatives.

The lectures will provide students with a comprehensive picture of the
course and guide their learning. In addition, they will be accompanied by some clarifications
of any questions that may arise from the course delivery or from the study, in-depth study of
some topics, from the solution of problems, case studies, quizzes and exercises, encouraging
at the same time the development of the ability to communicate. Particular importance in the

(3) SYLLABUS

Business or national crises result from a serious strategic mistakes made in the past by the
failure of the risk management process and is expressed gradually, first as a profitability crisis
and then as a liquidity crisis. There are intrinsic and extrinsic causes of seizures. Endogenous
causes are found in the internal environment (e.g. incorrect cost calculation for a company) and
exogenous causes are directly related to factors in the internal environment (e.g. unemployment
and inflation, energy crisis). Both endogenous and exogenous causes can be distinguished at the
level of strategy, at the level of performance and at the level of liquidity.

An important issue of the course is to answer to the question of whether a company can never
face a crisis if the theories of risk management are applied, or if managers anticipate a crisis in
time, so that it has the necessary time for management to react effectively. Crisis response
strategies and their connection to the organizational structures of a country or a company in the
European Union are presented in the course.

(3) COURSE CONTENT

The rights of the child are protected by various sources both at the universal and regional
level as well as at the EU and national level. Among other UN conventions, for example the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights in 1948 and the International Covenants of 1966, the
International Convention on the Rights of the Child (1989) stands out, which Greece has also
ratified. At the same time, the European Convention on Human Rights (ECHR) is very
important, invoked against human rights abuses e.g. against corporal punishment. The course
will focus on the right to education of children, especially refugees and the rights of
unaccompanied minors. Reference will always be made to Greek legislation and practice
while allowing time for discussion.

(3) SYLLABUS

The subject of this course is the social policy of the European Union (EU), with an emphasis on
employment policy (first part of the course) and EU youth policy as well as its actions at the level of
culture and education (second part of the course).

The first part of the course, which deals with EU social policy, is divided into two chapters. The first
chapter presents the fundamental concepts of social policy in post-war Europe: the two basic models of
social security, learning and training policies, health systems models. The second chapter thoroughly
analyzes the EU employment policy, in particular the employment policy governance model as well as
the EU employment guidelines: circular approach to working life, active labor market policies,
flexicurity, investment in human resources capital. The second part of the course, which deals with EU
youth policy, contains the legal bases of this common European policy and a historical overview. It also
develops in depth the key concepts of European Youth Policy with an overview of the most important
official EU texts. An overall assessment of the European cooperation framework in youth policy is made
and the case study of the co-management system in youth decision-making in the Council of Europe is
considered as a model for the Greek Local Government.

Initially, the course includes an introductory approach to the criteria that define the
framework of Project and Development Management. It then examines the concept of
development policy as it is shaped in the context of the European integration process. In this
context, the mechanisms for financing development policy (EU Budget, EU Structural Funds,
Public Investment Programme, Public-Private Partnerships) are also analysed, with reference
to the Greek reality. Subsequently, the basic concepts of project management are examined
through the study of the methodological framework for project management established by
the Project Management Institute (PMI-PMI) of the USA. The following sections are
covered: Definition and elements of projects, project management framework, project life
cycle and types of project organization, project management environment, project
management knowledge areas (project completion management, project physical scope
management, project time management, project cost management, project quality
management, project human resource management, project communications management,
project risk management, project procurement management), project management process
groups. In addition, an overview of the institutional framework for the management of public
sector projects and programmes in Greece and the European Union (public procurement,
works, supplies, services and their content) is provided. Finally, the course includes a brief
analysis of the evaluation process of projects and programmes (forms, types and evaluation
criteria).

(3) SYLLABUS

In this course, students come into contact with the dimensions of cultural and educational
diplomacy through the framework of the international relations theory, the analysis of the
international politics and the process of the historical evolution from the first steps of
humanity to today's organized social groups. The aim of the course is to introduce the
students to the modern and multidimensional spectrum of soft power, analyzing its scientific
and empirical implications in the political, educational and cultural field. The course offers
students the opportunity to immerse themselves in alternative applications of the context of
international politics through the modern extensions of diplomatic practice. In particular, the
course analyzes the conceptual framework and the fields of cultural diplomacy and presents
examples from the relevant activity of countries such as Greece, France, Great Britain,
Germany, the USA, Turkey and China. Issues of utilizing the opportunities to exercise public
diplomacy and especially cultural diplomacy are also analyzed, such as its connection with
propaganda and the promotion of commercial and economic interests, cultural genocide and
cultural imperialism, while the institutional activation for issues of cultural property
protection is examined. The course also analyzes the international institutional framework
within which modern states are called to be active, utilizing the possibilities of practicing
cultural and educational diplomacy. Characteristic cases of organizations or bodies of an
international, national or regional nature, whose actions strengthen the soft power of
countries, are also presented, while the effects of the relevant initiatives on a political,
economic, social and ideological/value level are critically examined.

(3) Course’s content

Advances in Information & Communication Technologies (ICT) and specifically the current
applications of social media provide innovative and updated affordances to diffuse
information and to develop and foster collaborative practices. The public organizations
exploit the ICT for digitizing their processes and services in order to improve their
performance by automating, informating and transforming the scope and role of their
operations. The digitization of production processes does not only increase effectiveness, but
it can also enhance the provision and the accessibility of public services and information,
which in turn leads to increased transparency; more democratic procedures and citizens'
empowerment, as people are provided with more alternative and flexible ways to participate
in the public and social life. In conclusion, the utilization of new technologies increases the
effectiveness of services in public sector, reinforces the implementation of democratic
authorities and institutions, and redefines the role and the participation of the citizens, the
politicians, the political authority of the time being and the various political entities in
democratic procedures and in public life. Overall, the course aims to identify and analyze the
use and the impacts of the major ICT applications in the field of electronic government. In
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achieving this, the course aims to help students understand the technological, political, social
and institutional factors that they have to consider when designing, implementing and
evaluating ICT applications for e-government purposes. To that end, the course attempts to
familiarize students (from theoretical and practical view) with the basic principles, the
philosophy and the methods-practices for implementing electronic government. Special
emphasis is given on the different e-government stakeholders such as citizens, political
parties, government, public and political entities and organizations. The course teaching is
enhanced by analyzing and discussing case studies in class in order to enable students to link
theory to practice and use theoretical models and concepts to solve real problems. The
teaching methods also includes the use of various laboratory learning methods, such as team
projects, class debates and role plays, so that the students can develop and nourish their
communication and transferable skills.

(3) COURSE CONTENT/SYLLABUS

The purpose of this course is to cover the fundamental concepts and analytical tools that
are necessary for understanding the complex developments in the field of EU Electronic
Commerce. The last thirty years have been characterized by the strengthening of the
importance of the international dimension of business activity. Essentially, a new
International Economic Environment has been formed on a global scale, in which the
expansion of e-business activity encounters fewer and fewer obstacles and restrictions.
Businesses now refer to global markets through their exports to other countries. Beyond
reasonable and largely justified reservations about the implications of this reality,
commonly referred to as globalization, the international expansion of e-business activity
implies new and different requirements for the management of international business
units. Cases of EU e-market trends (Google Trends) and sentiment analysis (Customer
Sentiment Analysis) are studied.

(3) SYLLABUS

The course aims to acquaint students with the various dimensions of the functioning of the
labor market, with a special focus on the topics related to introduction in entrepreneurship,
career counseling and career guidance.

The purpose of preparing a Master’s degree thesis is to deepen the critical thinking of the
Master’s students through the development of studies and theoretical and/or applied research
on issues that are directly related to European policies for youth and/or entrepreneurship
and/or and education and/or culture.

The preparation of the thesis aims to:

(a) the Master’s student’s specialization in the field of knowledge in which he is conducting
the research,

(b) deepening in methodology and research thinking, and
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(c) application of the knowledge acquired during the Master’s Program.

Upon successful completion of the thesis, the student will be able to:

- search for and make appropriate use of information from the relevant scientific literature
and articles

- utilize his/her knowledge from studying at the Master’s program and to develop a synthetic
ability

- formulate research questions and compose a framework for investigating the topic

- manage data and quantitative data with appropriate tools

- apply appropriate quantitative and qualitative research methods

- analyze and present research data using appropriate and relevant tools on the topic of the
work

- synthesize the findings of the scientific bibliography and articles

- formulate correct conclusions and substantiated proposals to address the research questions
- formulate proposals and make decisions

- compose or write a scientific text

- organize and orally present the topic of the postgraduate thesis.

(3) COURSE CONTENT/SYLLABUS

e Searching for a topic is the first step in the process of writing a thesis. The subject of
the thesis should concern contemporary issues and be relevant to the subject of the
Graduate Program. The nature of the subject matter should lend originality to the
dissertation, which will contribute to its importance. Sources of topics are lectures
within the Graduate Program, written assignments, discussions with Graduate
Program teachers, the Academic Adviser/Counselor or business executives, the
bibliography, current events or personal interests.

e After the student’s application, which states the proposed title of the thesis, the
proposed Supervisor Professor and a summary of the proposed thesis, the
Coordinating Committee recommends the Supervisor and the Examining Professor,
who are approved together with the proposal for research by the Department
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Assembly. Acceptance of the research proposal is based on the relevance of the topic
to the graduate program, its contribution to expected benefits, and evidence of
originality.

At the beginning of the 3rd semester (or the 5th semester in case of partial study), the
student proceeds with the preparation of the thesis having regular communication
and guidance from the supervising professor.

The student analyzes the topic of the thesis based on a thorough study of the
literature and the selection of appropriate methodological tools. The main points of
the structure of the work, the objectives, the research questions, the possible sources
of bibliographic documentation, the methodological approach to the subject, the
preparation schedule and any limitations of the work are determined from the outset.
The thesis is divided into five main parts: (a) the Introduction, in which the subject
under study, its importance, the reasons for the study and the methodology are
specified, (b) the theoretical part, which includes the review of the literature, i.e. the
theoretical documentation of the subject, (c) the methodological approach of the
research, (d) the results of the research, theoretical or possibly also empirical, from
which the acceptance or not of the research questions will result, and the presentation
of the conclusions based on and any empirical evidence, and (e) Conclusions -
Suggestions for future research. The Bibliography and Appendices follow.

In preparing the theoretical part of the work, the student can refer to various sources,
either through the University Library or through other sources such as Google
Scholar, Academia, Research Gate etc. After collecting the material, the student
appropriately adjusts and makes more detailed the structure of the paper in order to
proceed with its writing more accurately and efficiently.

The way of writing the thesis has particular specifications, which are included in the
Guide for Elaboration of a Diplomatic Thesis posted on the Master’s program
website.

Regular communication with the Supervising Professor is aimed at discussing the
topic and providing instructions for the correct preparation of the thesis. Depending
on the progress of the thesis, the student informs the Supervising Professor, who
monitors whether the goals and specifications are met.

Students are obliged to present their thesis in public before the two-member
committee. Before the official presentation, the work has been checked by an
academic paper similarity detection software, so as to ensure the absence of
plagiarism.

Before the evaluation of the thesis, the student submits to the Master’s program
Secretariat a responsible declaration that there is no evidence of plagiarism.

After the presentation of the thesis and the completion of the corrections proposed by
the Supervising Professor and the examiner, the thesis is deposited in the Institutional
Repository of the University of Macedonia.

An extension of the time period for the preparation of the diploma thesis can be
given until the completion of the maximum time for obtaining the Master’s Degree
(i.e. 3 years). An additional extension of studies of one (1) year is granted by decision
of the Department’s Assembly only in case of an important reason and after a written
request of the student.

By decision of the Department’s Assembly, the student is removed from the Graduate
Program either due to an unsuccessful re-examination of the diploma thesis or due to
non-completion of the studies by the end date of the extension of completion of the
program.

The word limit for writing the thesis is 15,000-20,000
words. At the discretion of the Supervising Professor,
the limit may be increased if further analysis of the
matter is deemed necessary.

The dissertation is presented publicly before the
two-member committee of the Supervisor and
the Examining Professor. Before the official
presentation, the work has been checked by an
academic paper similarity detection software so
as to ensure the avoidance of plagiarism. In
order for the public presentation and the final
grading of the dissertation to proceed, the
student must have passed all the courses
provided by the curriculum.

The presentation is done using Power point.
The presentation should include the main points
of the paper, the reasons for choosing the topic
and possible originality, objectives and research
questions, the methodology, the research
results, the conclusions, the policy proposals
and suggestions for further research.

The dissertation is evaluated in terms of (a) its
originality and design, (b) the bibliographic
review  (comprehensive  and in-depth
presentation/analysis of the topic, critical

approach to the issues, not off-topic analyses),
(c) the methodology, data collection and
analysis, (d) the conclusions and proposals, (e)
the reliable and rich bibliography, (f) the
writing (correct use of language, correct
citation of bibliography, avoidance of
ambiguities, easy-to-read text with good flow
of arguments, observance of word limit) and
oral presentation, and (g) the avoidance of
similarity/plagiarism.

e The duration of the oral presentation is 30
minutes plus 30 minutes for
questions/discussion.

e The thesis is graded from zero (0) to ten (10),
with a minimum passing grade of five (5).

e The thesis is equivalent to 30 ECTS credits out
of a total of 90 ECTS credits of the Master’s
program.

The selection of the bibliography and related scientific journals is done on a case-by-
case basis depending on the topic of the thesis that the student prepares and in
collaboration with the Supervising Professor.
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
