The work is based on the melody of the beautiful traditional song Agrimia ki
agrimakia, from which, through simple processing techniques, the rhythmic and
morphological structure, the sound environment and its melodic elements emerge. The
song and each of its phrases are magnified and scattered throughout the musical
ensemble. Their words, their images, their feelings are transformed into places beyond
time, where someone searches for the springs, the roots, the origins, the freedom, the
endless continuity of his existence.
